Mother Goose Other Goose

Goals:

 -To write and illustrate an original Mother Goose Nursery Rhyme

Objectives:

 -Students will be able to write their own original nursery rhyme

 -Students will be able to illustrate their nursery rhyme

Prerequisites:

Students will need to have an understanding of words that rhyme.

Materials needed:

Mother Goose Other Goose 

Various Mother Goose Rhymes
Pencils
Crayons

Markers

Copies of Mother Goose/Other Goose worksheets

Lesson description:

Read the Story Mother Goose, Other Goose.  Students will then pick an original Mother Goose rhyme and illustrate it on the Mother Goose paper.  Identify the rhyming words in each Mother Goose rhyme.  Students can create their own Mother Goose rhyme and illustration on the Other Goose side of the paper. 

Examples:

Jack Sprat

Jack Sprat (1) could eat no fat (1),
His wife could eat no lean (2):
And so, betwixt them both,
They licked the platter clean (2).

Ginny McVat

Ginny McVat (1) was a little too fat (1).
She tried and she tried to slim down (2).
But all of her efforts failed it seems
She couldn’t get into her gown (2).

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A classroom book can be created by binding these together and creating a title (example: Mother Goose Other Goose By: Mrs. Johnston’s Second Grade Class). Each child can have an opportunity to take this story home.  Parents can comment on their stories.  This is an excellent way to connect home and school.
